If 
you are receiving a Doctoral degree you will need to place your order with the Bookstore between 
January 28 and March 3.  If you are receiving either a Bachelor or Master degree you can place your 
order with the Bookstore between March 3 and May 11. 
 
If you are unable to go to the Bookstore to order your graduation attire, please contact Debbie Davis or 
George Gerace, University Bookstore, at (716) 645-3131, 645-3132 or 645-3133, ext. 19 or 20.  
Debbie or George can take your order by phone (have your credit card handy).  The Bookstore accepts 
Visa, Mastercard, Discover and American Express.  Proper graduation attire (cap and gown) are 
required in order to participate in the ceremony.  When ordering your attire, it is important to indicate 
you are graduating from the School of Public Health and Health Professions and to communicate your 
degree program as our school colors have changed. 
 
It is imperative that all graduates arrive by 12:00 noon on May 10 and report to the Drama Theatre, 
Center for the Arts (follow the posted signs).  Please locate your program area (as identified by signs) 
and report to your program director immediately for check in.  You will receive further information at 
that time.
